Application Timetable:

August 1st

Rising high school seniors who reside in the Fifth District of Massachusetts may begin

submitting application materials to request a Congressional nomination for a Service

Academy.

October 31st

ALL applications and required materials MUST be postmarked by October 31st and

If your application is not received by October 31st you will not be considered.

Application Requirements:

In addition to the nomination application, the following materials should be submitted together in a single package to complete your file:

1. Official High School transcript to include: grades through the end of your junior

Year (i.e. 9th grade to 11th grade); current GPA; SAT/ACT scores; and class rank (if provided by your high school). The official transcript should be sent to my Lowell office in a sealed envelope with a signature across the seal.

2. If your most recent SAT/ACT scores are not included in your official school transcript, request that a copy be sent to my office. 
3. Statement of extracurricular activities, leadership positions held, and academic and athletic awards received; a resume is acceptable.
4. Three (3) letters of reference.

5. A recent color photo (3x5) with a solid background.

Applicants are responsible for making sure their files with my office are complete.

If you do not submit all of the requested information by the postmarked deadline of October 31st or do not contact my Lowell office at (978) 459-0101 requesting additional time, your application will not be given full consideration.

November

After the October 31st deadline, each candidate with a completed packet will interview with the Congresswoman's Academy Nominations Panel.  

This panel consists of 5 individuals from throughout the 5th District with varying expertise.

Interviews will last approximately 30 minutes and will include the applicant and 2-3 members of the panel.

All interviews will be completed during the month of November.

Once the interviews have been completed, the Nominations Panel will make their selections.

Formal letters will then be sent to each applicant informing them if they have been nominated and the academy(s) that they have been nominated to.

NOTE: A Congressional nomination is only part of the process leading to admission to a U.S. Service Academy. Applicants are required to notify the Academy where they are seeking admission and to work within the Academy’s admissions process.
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Academy Information:

ROTC organizations have the authority to nominate persons for admission to a Service

Academy.
