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The Cost of Doing Nothing
· In the next decade, if we do nothing, $1 out of $5 will be spent on health care.
· Health care costs doubled from 1996 to 2006, and are projected to rise to 25% of GDP in 2025 and 49% in 2082.

· By 2016, Massachusetts residents will have to spend more than $26,000 or upwards of 41 percent of median household income to buy health insurance for themselves and their families. 

· Both copayments and deductibles will grow by more than 7 percent a year in Massachusetts between 2008 and 2016.

· Because of rising costs, 1 in 5 employers will stop offering health benefits in the next three to five years. 


· 11 million Americans lose their employer‐sponsored health insurance by 2019.
