Health Insurance Exchange
The Exchange would not be an insurer. It would provide access to insurers' plans in a comparable way.

Paid for out of a new Health Insurance Exchange Trust Fund, funded by:

· taxes on those who did not obtain acceptable coverage, 

· penalties for employers whose coverage failed to meet the requirements, 

· payments by employers who opted not to provide, 

· payments by employers whose employees opt for Exchange coverage instead of employment-based coverage, and 

Beginning in 2013, individuals would be eligible for Exchange coverage unless they were enrolled in any of the following:

· a group plan through a full-time employer
· Medicare
· Medicaid
· Department of Defense (DOD) medical benefits 

· Veterans Affairs (VA) coverage, with some exceptions
